CREATIVE MOVEMENT (ages 3 to 5)

Creativity, strength and awareness are developed through play,
music, stories, and movement. (Bare feet or slippers)

CREATIVE MOVEMENT 2 (Intro to PRE-BALLET & MOVING

THEATRE 1) (ages 50 8)

Introduces a foundation of ballet and storytelling through
movement in which spatial orientation plays an important role.
Inspired by dramatic stories and visual arts, students invent
movement and theatre, fused into short studies.

MOVING THEATRE 2 (CHOREOGRAPHY, EXPERIMENTAL

THEATER & VIDEQ) (ages 9t 13)

Inspired by folk stories, dramatic stories and visual arts, students
invent movement and connect it to choreographic study. Emphasis
on critical thinking, spatial orientation, rhythms, and dance
technique. Students will videotape and observe other’s work on
camera to develop a video story. Maya encourages students to
become leaders, choreographers and directors.

This program combines fitness, yoga,
Feldenkrais (method of somatic education), Alexander (prevent
physical decline caused by postural habits), Pilates (gentle, muscle-
strengthening exercises), and dance techniques of Zena Rommett,
Cunningham, Graham, and Limon. Focuses on acupressure points in
the body. “Through movement and understanding one’s physical
problems and needs, it communicates an inner change leading to an
outer fransformation. The feeling from within affects the
appearance, health, and well being.”
